Authorized Training Providers are organizations, institutions or individuals that are
granted, by Agreement, permission to offer Energy Safety Canada courses. They are
responsible for overseeing all operational aspects of course delivery, including
ordering materials, submitting documentation, scheduling classes, ensuring the
suitability of course locations, as well as overseeing the professional conduct of
Certified Instructors.

Certified Instructors and Authorized Training Providers are charged with the delivery of
licensed Energy Safety Canada courses and must follow our established procedures and
standards.

Application Process
This application process contains three stages:
Stage 1

Complete an “Energy Safety Canada Authorized Training Provider Application” and
submit it with required documents as outlined in section 6(a) through 6(d). This will
include an Application Fee.

Stage 2

If your application to become an Energy Safety Canada Authorized Training Provider is
approved, a written notice will be sent to you requesting submission of required
documents as outlined in this application section 6(e) through 6(i). This will include the
ATP Maintenance Fee.

***Incomplete applications will not be reviewed or processed***
Stage 3

Once all the required documents and payments have been received, a confirmation
of your application status will be emailed to you, along with an unsigned copy of the
Energy Safety Canada Authorized Training Provider Agreement, which you must sign
and submit.

ESC will return a signed copy of the ATP Agreement, confirming your Authorized Training
Provider status. This will conclude the application process, enabling your designated
Provider Representatives to order materials and submit course documents through the
online Provider portal.
